Tackling themes which are widely relevant to the realities of
everyday life, their performances and workshops get to grips with the practical and spiritual issues
which face us all.

For the past twenty years Roughshod has been working extensively in secondary schools, colleges,
prisons, churches, youth clubs and in all kinds of community groups.

= PERFORMANCES

Years: 7 - |3 Venue: Drama Studio, Hall or Theatre
Numbers: More than 50 Students. Length: One Hour

A 45 minute performance for year groups with an opportunity for questions at the end. This is a
shorter 'schools version' of Roughshod's public show, looking at questions of social justice, forgiveness
and identity. Including startling stories, satarical sketches, and pointed parables a performance mixes
physical theatre, comedy and music to inspire discussion and debate.

= WORKSHOPS (see opposite)

Years: 7 - 13 Venue: Drama Studio or Hall
Numbers: Up to 30 students. Length: One hour

These class-based, one-hour sessions are a creative combination of performance, interactive exercises,
practical workshop and discussion. The activities will centre around a short performances by the
company. The workshop and discussion will allow students to explore the same theme interactively,
with reference to key areas of the National Curriculum in PSHE, Drama, RE and Citizenship. The
workshops' interactive exercises and discussion material will be adapted to suit the age-group of the
students.

This exciting and interactive workshop combines Riding Lights’ quick-fire
performances with fun drama-based activities and games to help students
understand and explore the complex issues around PSHE and Citizenship.

Beginning with a focus on the innate value of human beings and the importance of
self-esteem, the workshop then further challenges students to consider their place
in both the local and global community. What are we worth? What are the needs of
other people? How can we transform ourselves and the lives of those around us? In
an unjust world...we could be heroes!
